It takes over £1,500
per month to cover its core costs, and so this is only a small part of what it needs to continue
broadcasting. New programmes are regularly being added to expand the schedule, and the
station welcomes new interest, whether in the form of volunteers for presenting or behind the
scenes, or financial assistance in the form of sponsoring, donations, or through the ‘Friends of
10Radio’ membership scheme.
